Providing academic challenge

Our curriculum promotes opportunities for depth of academic enquiry as well as providing a
broad and balanced learning experience The curriculum is coherently planned and sequenced to
ensure that both knowledge and skills develop and, subsequently, understanding deepens. Use
of thinking tools is embedded into our curriculum to support students in developing
metacognitive approaches, enabling them both to engage with higher-order thinking, and to
become successful independent thinkers. 

Developing cultural capital

Our curriculum enables students to develop long term knowledge which can be effectively
deployed in new situations.  Concurrently, students acquire the cultural capital to be able to
successfully engage with a wide variety of social contexts beyond school life. These
opportunities for cultural development are embedded in lessons, our pastoral system, an
enrichment activities.
